

Lodging:
All guest rooms, cabins and common areas must be thoroughly cleaned at check out. This includes as necessary, putting all trash in the nearest trash containers, picking up litter outside and removing all items from bathrooms and shower rooms. Remember to clean under and behind beds and furniture and to check under mattresses too. 

Meeting Spaces: Set up of chairs, tables, etc. at the beginning of camp are the responsibility of the guest group. These items must be returned to their proper storage location at the conclusion of camp. Clean gum, candy, etc. off all surfaces. Return any borrowed equipment. 
Grounds:
Pick up all trash and litter. Clean gum, candy, etc. off all surfaces. Remove trash from pond. Return sports equipment and any other QRC property to its proper place.


No nails, screws, tacks, staples, pins, tape or adhesives may be used to attach any items to any surfaces inside or outside the buildings. 

These things leave permanent stains and scars on our facilities. Please plan ahead to bring free standing signage, rope or string for hanging or suspending items and signs. Damage caused by use of the above will be charged to your invoice.

As always, there will be a graduated cleaning fee assessed to your invoice if the above steps are not taken in addition to charges for graffiti, broken or damaged equipment or buildings, vandalism, etc.  We want to encourage a sense of fun and adventure for your campers but at the same time foster a real sense of stewardship and responsibility for what God has blessed all of us with here in the mountains at Quaker Ridge. This camp, yours and ours together, is not a disposable, one time use facility for just the one week that you are here. It is an enduring and lasting ministry to tens of thousands of kids, year after year after year. We are simply asking you to help us be excellent stewards of what God owns and has allowed all of us to use to His glory.
