	· Responsible for leading activities as assigned and assisting with teaching that will be led by the camp pastor or coordinator.  

	
	· Be responsible and involved with campers assigned to you.  Keep them on time and informed of their daily schedules.  Keep a copy of the weekly schedule with you at all times.  

	
	· Participate with them to help guide and direct appropriate behavior and interaction with each other and adult leaders

	
	· At meal times sit with a table of school campers in the same age group with whom you are working. (No more than two staff should be at a table.)

	
	· Know and maintain high standards of health and safety in all activities.  Report any safety concerns regarding the grounds or equipment to your coordinator.  Know phone numbers of coordinators, directors and nurses.  

	
	· Know your campers’ medication schedules and assist the nurses in this area. 

	
	· Make certain that all campers are included in activities.  

	
	· Attend daily staff meetings and be open to discuss any behaviors or issues with the other leaders at staff meeting.  Communicate with the camp pastor about any spiritual struggles or issues that “pop” from teaching times.  

	
	· Pray for your campers.

	
	· Actively participate in all program areas as assigned.  

	
	· Follow the Quaker Ridge policies and ABCRM rules for the week of camp.  Intervene when necessary for the safety and health of any camper or staff.  

	
	· Know your boundaries with the campers and staff.
